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Self led own activities policy

Our policy on self led own activities is as follows:

Soft Archery

e Soft archery may only be carried out on one of our archery ranges with the
appropriate range only fee being paid.

e Soft archery must be supervised by a competent adult who has undergone some
training and has evidence of this training. (This could be an in house course by their
organisation, it doesn’t have to be a full Archery GB instructor qualification)

e The supervising adult must be present and supervising the range at all times.

Tomahawks

e Self led tomahawks is not allowed in any format.

e We do not hire our tomahawk ranges out for self led sessions and temporary ranges
are not allowed.

Archery, Rifle Shooting

May only be performed in our ranges, with the appropriate range only fee being paid and on receipt
of evidence of the supervising adults qualification.

Aerial runways

May be set up using our pioneering poles, or the groups own equipment by an adult who has shown
our activity manager the appropriate qualification and authorisation by their own organisation.

In all situations Beaudesert manager, has the overriding decision on safety.
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
